	1. The first thing you will need to do when you have read your three poems is identify the types of figurative language, sound effects, forms, or graphics the author has used.

2.The second thing will be to respond to the poem using what is called a chunk. A chunk is a paragraph that proves your point of view using evidence from the text. 

a. Your first sentence is your claim – the argument you want to prove. 

b. Your next sentences are your data – evidence from the text to support your claim (examples, quotes).

c. Your last sentences are your commentary – explanation/discussion/analysis that explains why the data supports the claim.

Your grade will be given according to the scale below. If you have a claim sentence you will receive 3% of your grade, if your evidence supports your claim you will receive 15% of your grade, and if your commentary explains why your evidence supports your claim you will receive 15%. Your teacher will also have 1% of your grade to award for the style of your answer.

1. The author has written this poem in free verse and has used metaphor.
2. The author of this poem feels that the family is a good thing despite its issues (CLAIM). Dad is described as being a band-aid which is something that heals, though not so well when a big problem comes along. The poet has also used the overall metaphor of a medicine cabinet to describe the family (DATA). I think the author likes her family even through their faults. You can see the faults in Dad not being good in a crisis or Mom picking and pinching like tweezers. Even with these faults by describing the family as a medicine cabinet the author shows she thinks a family heals because a medicine cabinet is a place where you find things that heal and make you feel better (COMMENTARY).
