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The Leaky Faucet!
At your house you have a leaky faucet. After listening to the drip…..drip….drip all night you decide to figure out exactly how much water you are losing because of the dripping faucet. You place under the faucet and collect the water for 30 minutes, then you put that water into a measuring cup to figure out how much water you lose in 30 minutes. This is what the measuring cup looked like. 
Focus Questions: 
· How much water is wasted in one week by a leaky faucet? 
· How much money would the leaking faucet cost your family after a year? 
Hint:

· 1 pint (pt) = 2 cups 

· 1 quart (qt) = 2 pints 

· 4 cups = 1 quart 

· 1 gallon (gal) = 4 quarts 

Steps
1. Multiply the amount of water wasted in 30 minutes by 2 to find the amount of water wasted in one hour. 

2. Multiply this number by ? to find the amount wasted in ?. 

3. Multiply this number by 7 to find the amount of water wasted in one week. 

4. Multiply this number by ? to find the amount of water wasted in ?. 

5. Assuming that a gallon of water costs your family $0.05, how much would the leaking faucet cost your family after one year? 

6. Interpret your data and form a conclusion to answer the focus questions.
